REASONS I 

The standa~d object segment, a1scr1bed in MPH SWG section 11.3, is supposed 
to have a flag which says whetier an entry polnt has En associated list of 
aescrlptors for the input argu•ents expected. These descriptors were 
provided for tne use of the biider and the debJggin~ tools. The version 2 
PL/I complier set this fla~ ana produced the descriptors in the ooJect 
segment, bJt it produced ga~ba~• in the list of poi,ters to the descriptors 
in the ent-y definition for every parameter with a st6r extent. Since tnls 
garbage looks like a valid )Ointer to a ~escriptor <and indeea may 
sometimes point to a descriptor), the effect of this bug is to make the 
entire list of descriptors useless. 

The bug has bean corrected in the EIS compiler, but no program can trust a 
descriptor list in the obJect segment. 

SUMMARY I 
There is some extra space in the word which contains the 
"has descriptors" bit. Define one of these bits as tne "has walld 
aescriptors" bit, and rename the old .. has descriptors" flag to "nas 
argument :ount". Modify th1 compilers which produce valid descriptor 
pointers to set this new bit oi.

REASONS: Among other bugs, incorreGt information is often returned whe;i a 
condition is signalled from PLl_operators_ and :nine-bit rather than 
ten-bit opcodes are used. 

Summary: Fix interpret_op_ptr_ to be more knowlegeable about stack 
frames involved when PLl_operators_ has signalled a condition. Fix 
get_link_ptr_ and find operator_name_ to use ten-bit opcodes. Fix 
find condition frame to avoid loop. Fix find condition_info to 
return exact length for conditon name.
