A new hcs_ primitive has been added to return the access class ot
a branche The status command wlll be modified to call this
primitive to obtaln the addltlonal information.

The printing of access class Information will be controlled by
the =-mode and -all options as are the other access control data.
The wusers mode to the branch wiil be the raw ac! mode. The
access class will be printed as a character string which names
the sensitivity Ilevel and access categorles as deflned In
Installation_parms. {(The short names wltl be used In the string.)
If the character string describing the access class iIs a nutl
string (as for a single access class system) the orinting will be
suppressed.
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
